1.  UNDER THE SKIN  dir. Jonathan Glazer. UK. 108 mins  2014 

An alien seductress preys on Scottish men in this critically acclaimed sci-fi movie.

2.  OF HORSES AND MEN  dir. Benedikt Erlingsson   Iceland  81 mins  2013. 

Set in the wilds of Iceland, about the human streak in the horse and the horse in the human.

3.  CHARLIE’S COUNTRY  dir. Rolf de Heer  Australia  108 mins  2014 

David Gulpilil (44 years after ‘Walkabout’) is Charlie, struggling to live in the confines of a ‘community’, eventually breaking free to survive in the bush. A look at Australia’s outback – from the inside.

4.  WE ARE MANY  dir. Amir Amirani  UK  104 mins  2014. 

The story of the biggest demonstration in human history, on 15 February 2003, against the impending war on Iraq.

5.  GENTE DE BIEN  dir Franco Lolli  Columbia/France (Spanish language)  86 mins  2014. 

In Lolli’s debut film, a 10-year-old, Eric, lives with his underemployed father, Gabriel, a handyman. While accompanying his father toa job Eric is caught stealing….

6.  LEVIATHAN  dir. Andrey Zvyagintsev  Russia  141 mins  2014.

A story of love and tragedy experienced by ordinary people, but “dealing with some of the most important social issues of contemporary Russia…”

7.  STATIONS OF THE CROSS  dir. Dietrich Bruggerman  Germany  107 mins  2014.

A stylistically formal, and critically acclaimed, film about a young woman determined to offer her life to God. “Packing a considerable emotional punch.”

8.  INHERENT VICE  dir. Paul Thomas Anderson  U.S.A.  141 mins  2014.

American crime-comedy, based on novel by Thomas Pynchon, widely praised for acting performances from Josh Brolin and Katherine Winterston.

9.  TWO DAYS, ONE NIGHT  dirs. Jean-Pierre Dardenne/Luc Dardenne  Belgium/France/Italy  95 mins  2014.

Sandra must fight to keep her job, while her fellow workers must choose between loyalty to her or giving up their bonuses.

10. ELLE L’ADORE (She Worships Him)  dir. Jean Henry  France  105 mins  2014.

A black-comic suspense thriller, “which Claude Chabrol might have admired, and which may well gain a cult following” says Peter Bradshaw in the Guardian.

11. FLASH MOB  dir. Michael Haneke

The latest offering from the director/writer of ‘Amour’, explore the fragile relationship between the media and reality.

12. HAIL CAESAR  dir. Joel & Ethan Cohen  U.S.A.  (length unknown)  2016

The Coen brothers’ new comedy, scheduled for release in early 2016.

13. THE DUKE OF BURGUNDY  dir.  Peter Strickland  U.K.  104 mins  2014

Erotic, tender, complex and disturbing depiction of the relationship between two women.

14. HORSE MONEY  dir. Pedro Costa  Portugal  102 mins  2014

Sequel to Costa’s Colossal Youth, and set in the Fontainhas slum in Lisbon, an old man remembers his life.

15. WINTER SLEEP  dir. Nuri Bilge Ceylan  196 mins  Turkey  2014

Set, again, in Anatolia, exploring the significant gulf between rich and poor, powerful and powerless, in Turkey.

16. THE TRIBE  dir. Miroslav Slaboshpytskiy  130 mins  Ukraine  2014

At a school for the deaf, a student is inducted into a secret world of teenage gangs and crime. A film unfolding without subtitles, in eerie near-silence.

17. JAUJA  dir. Lisandro Alonso  110 mins  Denmark/Argentina et al (Danish/Spanish language  2014

A father and daughter journey from Denmark to an unknown desert beyond civilisation.

18. WHIPLASH  dir. Damien Chazelle  U.S.A.  106 mins  2014

The struggles of a young drummer against bullying and initmidation at an elite music school. 

19. BIRDMAN  dir. Alejandro G. Inarritu  U.S.A.  119 mins  2014

Faded Hollywood actor, famous for role as superhero Birdman, struggles to mount Broadway adaptation of Raymond Carver short story.

20. EX MACHINA  dir. Alex Garland  U.K.  108 mins  2015

Sci-Fi thriller exploring AI, cyborgs, robots and androids!

21. THE ROVER  dir. David Michod  Australia  102 mins  2014

Dystopian drama: contemporary western set in Australian outback ten years after global economic collapse.

22. TRACKS  dir. John Curran  Australia  113 mins  2013

Adaptation of Robyn Davidsons memoir, chronicling her 9 months camel journey across Australian desert.

23. KAJAKI  dir. Paul Katis  U.K.  100 mins  2014

War drama, telling true story of Mark Wright and his unit in Aghanistan. Won BAFA for ‘outstanding debut by a British writer/director/producer.

24. LIKE FATHER, LIKE SON  dir. Hirokazu Koreeda  Japan  120 mins  2013

Winner of Jury prize, Cannes ’13 and other awards. “Engaging, profound and refreshing” said critics.

25. GOODBYE TO LANGUAGE  dir. Jean-Luc Godard  France  69 mins  2014

Provoc/auteur Godard’s 42nd feature film, originally in 3D. Story of love, jealousy and…Godard’s own dog!

 26. KUMIKI THE TREASURE HUNTER  dir. David Zellner  U.S.A. (Japanes/English) 104 mins  2014

Downtrodden Kumiko is obsessed with film Fargo and sets off from Tokyo to find the buried money.

27. TWO SHOTS FIRED  dir. Martin Rejtman  Argentina  104 mins  2014

Family crisis leads to unexpected, unforeseen results in a film full of black humour and plot twists.

Some consider the greatest Chinese film ever made?

32. CRY OF THE CITY  dir. Robert Siodmark  U.S.A.  95 mins  1948

Classic film-noir with Robert Mitchum, set in New York.

33. THE PHILADELPHIA STORY  dir. George Cukor  U.S.A.  112 mins  1940

Rom-com classic with Hepburn, Grant, Stewart and Hussey.

German expressionism at its very greatest.
